Social Media Tips with Sydney Barron 

   Socia l  Media 201—About  the Instructor  

Sydney Barron graduated from BCIT with an Associates Degree in Information 

Technology Management in 2010. Her first job when she graduated was doing Social 

Media Management for Vancouver Fashion Week.  Following that position, Sydney 

moved on to a more permanent position as an intern at an e-commerce company 

where she learned a lot about SEO, this company's entire income was created by 

being number 1 on Google.  Sydney and her family recently relocated to Salmon Arm 

where she has taken a Webmaster position with the CSRD, although she still loves 

doing creative gigs in her spare time. 

Whether you’re just getting started with social media marketing, or you’re an 
experienced marketer, there’s always something new to learn. Asking the right 
questions can improve your chances of success and help you avoid costly mistakes. 
In order to help steer you in the right direction, we’ve asked Sydney to address some 
of the most common questions we hear.   
 
Question: Do I Have to Be on Every Social Network? 
Answer: No. 
Here’s why: As tempting as it is to increase your visibility by jumping on every social 
network, a lot of times it’s too much to take on. Instead of creating accounts just for 
the sake having a profile, get strategic with the networks you choose. 
An easy way to figure out which social networks to be on is by simply asking where’s 
my audience’s attention? If they’re not on Pinterest, there’s no need to spend a bunch 
of time and energy there. Check out sproutsocial’s (sproutsocial.com/insights/social-
media-marketing-guide/) social media marketing guide to help decide which network 
is best for your brand. 
Another good litmus test for which networks to choose is by asking yourself what 
value you can bring to the network. If you can’t create content that people on the 
network want to see, put your efforts elsewhere. 
For instance, if you have the time and resources to make outstanding videos, then 
you should definitely have a presence on YouTube so you can share those videos 
across the networks your audience loves most. If you don’t have the bandwidth for 
video production, get off of YouTube and don’t feel guilty about not being there. 
Remember, you don’t have to take on everything at once. Start out with one or two 
profiles. If you see success and have time to expand, then slowly add other networks.

OZone Festival 2017

year’s Theatre BC Okanagan Zone Drama Festival. 
Theatre groups from all over the Kamloops-
Okanagan area will be presenting their plays 
on our stage during the week of May 19–27. (The 
starting date is approximate depending on how 
many clubs enter.) This is a wonderful 
opportunity for local audiences to see so many 

fine productions and it’s a great learning experience for cast, crew and audience 
alike.  

The adjudicator for the festival will be James Fagan Tait. He will present a brief public 
adjudication immediately after each play and then a more thorough adjudication the 
next morning at the two hour “coffee critique”, coffee and goodies supplied. The 
week concludes on Saturday night with a banquet and an Oscar style awards 
ceremony. The Best Production is selected by the adjudicator to enter the provincial 
festival, Destination Mainstage 2017, which will be at the Vernon Performing Arts 
Centre this year. It is also possible for non-winning clubs to apply to attend 
Mainstage as a Workshop Play. For both entries, each cast/crew member pays a $72 
fee which includes a pass to the entire festival.

The City of Salmon Arm’s Bylaw Enforcement Department will soon be utilizing 
a new tool known as “the Boot”, which is an immobilization device that may be 
used when a vehicle is in violation of the Traffic Bylaw.  The Boot will mostly be 
used in locations where a vehicle cannot, for logistical reasons, be removed 
from a City street or parking lot by a tow truck.  After the device is applied to a 
vehicle, the owner will need to contact a local towing company to have the Boot 
removed.  Instructions, along with the name and contact of the towing 
company, will be printed on a decal (see example) posted on the driver side 
window.  Similar to retrieving an impounded vehicle, the owner will need to pay 
the towing 
company directly 
to have the Boot 
removed.  The cost 
to have the device 
removed will be 
approximately the 
same as the cost 
to recover a 
vehicle from an 
impound yard.
